Did you know how to? 

 

 Remove a broken light bulb: Turn off power. Take a 

potato and cut it in half. Place flat end of potato 

gently on broken bulb. Slowly turn and the light bulb 

will come right out. 

 

 Clean out a clogged drain: Take 2 Alka Seltzer plus 

tablets and place in drain, pour in vinegar, turn 

water on high. The tablets will work to loose 

stubborn clogs and remove odor. 

 

 Clean a mirror & shower doors in your bathroom: Use 

Rain-X glass treatment commonly used for cars. 

Apply on mirrors and shower doors and gently wipe 

excess. Rain-X repels water and fights against water 

spots and grime. 

 

 Remove candle wax from carpet: Use a brown paper 

bag from the grocery store and an iron. Place bag on 

wax and use the iron in a circular motion. The wax 

will heat and be absorbed directly into the bag. 

 

 Remove grease from stoves and grills: Use WD-40 

to remove dirt and grease from indoor stoves and 

outdoor grills.  

Going Green 

 
All of us are plagued with concerns for our 

environment and want to know what we can do at home 

to help. Well Going Green can help save the 

environment but did you know it can also help save you 

money. Here are some ideas to get started: 

 

 Convert indoor and outdoor light bulbs to compact 

fluorescent bulbs.  

 Turn down the heat, this will reduce costs. 

 Turn off computers when not in use. 

 Unplug items from electrical outlets if they are not 

in use. Even when turned off they still use energy. 

 Check your hot water heater. Make sure it is set 

120 degrees. 

 Recycle garbage; separate glass, cans, cardboard. 

 Save kitchen scraps to be used as compost in your 

gardens. Such as coffee grinds, dryer lint, egg 

shells etc.., anything not meat. 

 Only purchase Energy Efficient appliances, look for 

the Energy Star label.  

 Purchase an energy monitor (TED, The Energy 

Detector). Can reduce energy costs by 15 – 20%.
